FACILITY:
25-yard indoor, 7-lane pool with wave breaker lane markers. Daktronics® timing equipment with manual back up will be used. Starting depth 12 feet, midpoint 5 feet, turn-end 3 feet. All events will start from the deep end.   Fly-over starts may be used during the meet at the discretion of the Meet Referee. 

FORMAT: 
This is a timed-finals meet. Ten and under girls AND 12 and under boys will swim in the morning sessions; 11 and older girls AND 13 & older boys will swim in the afternoon sessions on Saturday and Sunday. The 1650 will be swum Friday afternoon with events for all age groups in the evening.  A positive check in will be required for the 1000 and 1650 yard events. Swimmers must provide their own timers and counters for the 1000 and 1650 yard freestyle races. 

WARMUPS: 
Warm-ups will be conducted in accordance with the guidelines established by USA Swimming and South Dakota Swimming.  During warm-ups, a certified USA Swimming coach must supervise swimmers.  General Warm-ups will be circle swimming only, no diving or racing starts.  Sprint/Pace warm-ups will be for diving and racing starts.  Designated lanes may be allowed at the discretion of the meet referee for continued circle swimming.

ELIGIBILITY:  
In order to be eligible for the Novice Festival, the swimmer must not have obtained a State Qualifying time in the particular event within 365 days prior to the starting date of the state meet.  (See time standards enclosed.) N.T. will be accepted. ALL EVENTS WILL BE TIMED FINALS.


This is a closed meet.  All swimmers must be current USA member registered with the South Dakota LSC and exclusively training with a SD registered team.  Any swimmer who does not meet eligibility requirements may petition, in writing, to the seed committee to be included in this meet.  This must be completed before the entry date.  All memberships will be checked.  Age as of February 29, 2008 determines age group for the entire meet. 


All entry times must be proven with complete, official meet results upon request of the seed committee. Unverified times or erroneous times may result in event disqualification.

EVENT LIMITS:
Each swimmer may enter a maximum of nine (9) individual events for the meet, but no more than five (5) individual events per day.  The Time Trials should not count against the nine event limit for the meet, however, if a swimmer chooses to swim in a time trial event that will exceed the 5 per day, then that swimmer will have to drop an event.

DECK

REGISTRATION:
On-Deck USA registration will be permitted with appropriate documentation. The application must be given to the Meet Director and appropriate fees to the Meet Referee who will forward the fees to the LSC Registration Chair. 

A swimmer may register on deck for USA Swimming. The Meet Referee must verify the application and the SD Registrar must receive payment within 5 days or a $100.00 fine will be levied against the swimmer’s team. 

Deck entries will be allowed if space is available and at the discretion of the Meet Referee. Errors or omissions may be corrected at the discretion of the meet referee.

SCORING:

There will be no team points or individual points kept in this meet.

SEEDING & 

AWARDS:  
Age group awards shall be 8 & Under, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16, 17-19.     The 13-14, 15-16, and 17-19 age groups will be seeded and swum together, but they will be awarded separately.  Age 20 & over swimmers will be entered as exhibition and will not scored or awarded, but will swim together with the 13 and over.   Any additional exhibition swimmers will not be scored or awarded. 


All awards will be determined by the swimmers’ final time. Rosette (1st through 3rd) and ribbons (4th through 16th) will be awarded to the top 16 swimmers in each individual event.  Those swimmers achieving a South Dakota State Qualifying Time will be allowed to enter the state championship meet in those events only.

TIME TRIALS: 
Time trials will be held at the conclusion of each session at the discretion of the meet referee.  






The limitations are as follows:



1.) The swimmer must be entered in the Novice Meet. 



2.) The swimmer must swim that event in the meet.



3.) The swimmer can only swim events from that session.



4.) Time trials will not change awards or scores.

5.) The swimmer can only swim a total of 5 individual events per day.  

6.) There will be no additional cost for time trials. 

7.) At the end of the last sessions’ time trial, anytime trial may be attempted again.



8.) Coaches are responsible to turn in time trial requests to the meet


      

      director as soon as possible. Announcements will be made. 

9.) Time trials should be limited to those swimmers who have a reasonable chance to make their goal time.

ENTRIES:          Please send actual times with the indication of the type of course swum, (i.e. SCM or SCY), as

the meet management program will convert all times automatically.   The entry must include time, date on which the time was swum and the meet at which the time was swum.   Entries will be accepted by email only.  Teams will receive an email confirmation of their entries.  Please include a hard copy of the computer entries to insure against data problems.    Errors or omissions may be corrected at the discretion of the meet director.
